Sask DLC delivers online programming to full-time K-12 students and part-time students attending
schools across the province.

The teaching assignment will include Grade 10, 11, and 12 English Language Arts Core Curriculum -
Writing, Reading, Speaking, Listening, Representing, and Viewing. English Language Arts 20 Outcomes
include Comprehend and Respond, Compose and Create, and Assess and Reflect.

Experience in secondary English Language Arts curriculum, online teaching or online program
supervision, and level 30 (Grade 12) accreditation would be considered an asset.
